CHILD ABUSE

Child  physical abuse is non
accidental physical injury to a child—
ranging from minor bruises to severe
fractures or death—occurring as a
resut of punching, beating, kicking,
biting, shaking, throwing, stabbing,
choking, hitting (with a hand, stick,
strap, or other object), burning, or any
other method that is inflicted by a
parent, caregiver, or other individual
who has responsibility for the child.
Such injury is considered abuse
regardless of whether the caregiver
intended to hurt the child.

Child sexual abuse any sexual act

involving a child that is intended to
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provide sexual gratification to a parent,
caregiver, or other individual who has
responsibility for the child. Sexual
abuse includes activities such as
fondling a child’s genitals, penetration,
incest, rape, sodomy, and indecent
exposure. Sexual abuse also includes
noncontact exploitation of a child by a
parent or caregiver—for example,
forcing, tricking, enticing, threatening,
or pressuring a child to participate in
acts for the sexual gratification of
others, without direct physical contact
between child and abuser. Child
Neglect is defined as any confirmed or
suspected egregious act or omission by
a child’s parent or other caregiver that
deprives the chid of basic age-
appropriate needs and thereby results,
or has reasonable potential to result, in
physical or psychological harm to the
chid.  Child  neglect

abandonment; lack of appropriate

encompasses

supervision; failure to attend to
necessary emotional or psychological
needs; and failure to provide necessary
education, medical care, nourishment,
shelter, and/or clothing.

Child psychological abuse is non
accidental verbal or symbolic acts by a
child’s parent or caregiver that result,
or have reasonable potential to result,
in significant psychological harm to
the child.
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ADULT ABUSE

Spouse or Partner Violence, Sexual
- This category should be used when
forced or coerced sexual acts with an
intimate partner have occurred during
the past year. Sexual violence may
involve the use of physical force or
psychological coercion to compel the
partner to engage in a sexual act
against his or her will, whether or not
the act is completed. Also included in
this category are sexual acts with an
intimate  partner who is unable to
consent.

Spouse or Partner Neglect - Partner
neglect is any egregious act or
omission in the past year by one
partner that deprives a dependent
partner of basic needs and thereby
results, or has reasonable potential to
result, in physical or psychological
harm to the dependent partner.
Spouse or Partner  Abuse,
Psychological - Partner
psychological abuse  encompasses
nonaccidental verbal or symbolic acts
by one partner that result, or have
reasonable potential to result, in
significant harm to the other partner.
Adult Abuse by Nonspouse or
Nonpartner - These categories
should be used when an adult has

been abused by another adult who is
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not an intimate partner.  Such
maltreatment may involve acts of
physical, sexual, or emotional abuse.
Examples of adult abuse include non
accidental acts of physical force (e.g.,
pushing/shoving, scratching,
slapping, throwing something that
could hurt, punching, biting) that
have resulted—or have reasonable
potential to result—in physical harm
or have caused significant fear;
forced or coerced sexual acts; and
verbal or symbolic acts with the
potential to cause psychological harm
(e.g., berating or humiliating the
person; interrogating the person;
restricting the person’s ability to
come and go freely; obstructing the
person’s access to  assistance;
threatening the person; harming or
threatening to harm people or things
that the person cares about;
restricting the person’s access to or
use of economic resources; isolating
the person from family, friends, or
social support resources; stalking the
person; trying to make the person
think that he or she is crazy).

ELDER ABUSE

Elder abuse is a type of harm to
older adults involving abuse by trusted
individuals in a manner that “causes harm
or distress to an older person." This
definition has been adopted by the World
Health Organization from a definition put
forward by Action on Elder Abuse in the
UK. The abuse includes violence, neglect,
and other crimes committed against an
elderly person and their forms include
physical, mental, and financial abuses as
well as passive and active neglect.

Abuse of parents by their children-
Parents are quite often subject to levels of
childhood aggression, typically in the form
of verbal or physical abuse, in excess of
normal childhood aggressive outbursts. A
parent feel a sense of shame and
humiliation to have that problem, so they
